How the program works: The program consists of 5 meetings 
worth of fun activities to help you earn your Discover the World 

patch. Your first meeting will be an orientation to hostelling as well as get 
you started on a path to discovering new cultures. The package sent to 
your troop will include sheets with questions for your troop to research on 
the focus country. Each troop will be given a topic to learn about and re-
search. Through your inquiry you will learn about the people, geography, 
cuisine, government, lifestyle and culture of the country. The troop will 
share what they have learned with other GS troops participating in the 
program  by sharing a skit, a song, a dance, a presentation on a story 
board, or any creative way your troop wants to share.  
 

The Girl Scout Weekend Cultural Kitchen Program has 4 predetermined 
weekends with countries attached. Your troop selects the weekend to 
attend and HI sends your troop the recipe(s). HI will provide you the 
shopping lists and each troop will bring their ingredients to the hostel 
and have a two hour timeslot to cook their dishes. This program price is

Details & Payment Information (and the fine print) 

The program cost is $50 per person and includes an overnight stay at the HI-LA South Bay Hostel, the Cultural Kitchen Pro-
gram, assigns recipes to shop for and bring to the hostel to prepare, snacks on Saturday afternoon, Saturday night dessert, 
Sunday breakfast and your Girl Scouts Go Hostelling Patch.  Bring a towel for showering ~ sheets, blankets & pillows are 
provided as part of your overnight.  For hygiene purposes, sleeping bags are not allowed.  To reserve space for your troop a 
$25 deposit for each person attending the Girl Scout Weekend is required.  Program date changes can be made if space is 
available.  Cancellations less than 30 days prior to a program are not refundable. Full payment is due 30 days prior to each 
program.  GS Weekends are open to Cadette, Senior, and Ambassador troops.  Leaders must attend with their troop.  Each 
weekend program requires a minimum of 20 and a maximum of 50 participants collectively.
